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Ask an adult to hide the numbers to 10 around your room, house or garden. See if you can find all 10 and place them in order. You could ask someone to tell you a number to find. Can you remember what the number looks like and find it?
· Collect 10 leaves from your garden. Write the numbers 1-10, one on each leaf, using a thick marker pen. Use a hole punch to make a hole in either end of the leaves and then thread them onto a piece of string. Don’t forgot to put them in the correct order! You could then put up your homemade number line in your bedroom to help you remember the order of the numbers.
