· Help your child to learn the numerals by exploring their shapes. You could have fun forming numbers in porridge oats with a stick, or making numbers out of play doh. Write numbers for your child to copy, and hold your hand over their hand to help direct them. Try holding their finger and forming the number in the air. Once they can trace out the shape of numerals, see if they can write numbers on their own. (Y1s to practice writing numerals to 20.)
· Make a big dice out of an empty box. Stick or write the numbers on. Throw the dice and do that many hops, jumps or claps.
Using measures-
· Look at different objects and talk about their size. What other words can we use to describe something small? Medium? Large?
· Goldilocks and the 3 Bears love eating porridge. Try making some porridge with a grown-up:                                                                     First add 100g porridge oats to a bowl. Then add 200ml water. Next add 1 tablespoon of sugar. Put it in the microwave for 2 minutes and stir well. Do you like porridge? (This lesson links with the science lesson - see science planning opposite)
