	Maths
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Monday: Revise practising recognising and ordering numbers to 10. Put out the numbers 1 to 10. Place the correct number of objects next to each number (e.g. you could use pasta, buttons, crayons, etc.) Mix up the numbers and see if you can put them in the correct order. (Year 1s to use numbers to 20.)

Tuesday: Practise finding one more and one less than a given number of objects. Select a number of objects (e.g. crayons, toys, lego) and count the objects carefully. Can you say what 1 more and 1 less would be? 

Wednesday: Make a big dice out of an empty box. Stick or write the numbers on. Throw the dice and do that many hops, jumps or claps.
Thursday: Look at different objects and talk about their weight. (You could use items such as a tin of soup, a bag of sugar, pasta, fruit, etc.) Put 3 items in order of weight. Which is the heaviest? Which is the lightest? Now repeat using 4 different items. Answer questions such as: Which items are heavier than the pasta? Which items are lighter than the soup?

Friday: Look at different objects and talk about their length/ height. Put 3 objects in order of length. Which is the longest? Which is the shortest? Now repeat using 4 different objects. Use vocabulary such as longer/taller/ shorter than, longest, tallest, shortest.
